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The New FamilySearch Temple Process
Let's rejoin John Gulley in his family history work. John learns
that he has a few ancestors whose temple work has not been
done. Inthe new FamilySearch the process of preparing
names for temple ordinances is simple. To prepare names for Family
the temple, John will need to do the following tasks: W Ordinance
Request
1. Selectthe individual whose ordinances he wants to do.
2. Decide if the ordinances are already complete.
3. Selectthe ordinances to be performed, and print a FAM%EARCH-
Family Ordinance Request.
4 Take the Family Ordinance Reguest to the temple, and \ y
have temple worlkers print ordinance cards for him.
5. Dothe ordinances himself or give the cards to those
wiho will do the ordinances, then check FamilySearch to
see that the ordinances have been completed.
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
